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Doc 2   Dear New & Prospective Kitn Owner,

This letter is an invitation to you to contact me at any time by phone at 817-270-0968 or by eMail at easyfrank@hotmail.com, if you have any questions about caring for your Kitn or Katz. Remember, I am NOT a licensed DVM and what I have to say should be weighed with your own gut-feelings. 

Unless the Kitn has a serious injury or sickness, I may be able to answer your concerns. As I stated, I do not pretend to be a licensed Vet . . . but we have worked to raise healthy Kitnz, and I can assure you, every kitn we release to a new home, is a healthy Kitn. Still, I ask you to have the Kitn examined by you own Vet as soon as is reasonable to confirm this. In fact, this is a requirement of our KITNZLUV Sales Contract/Agreement.

Vets are small businessmen, whom are motivated to make money . . . selling clients vaccinations that are not necessary and recommending tests that are not conclusive, for their pet, is a couple ways they build their retirement fund. As a person may want a second opinion, I suggest this might be an appropriate at time with respect to the health of your Kitn or Kat to do some research on your own, as I have.

As a place to start that research, I suggest you to GOTO our website http://kitnzluv.com/about.html and read the articles we have posted there, about vaccinations and Kitn care. These articles are authored by knowledgeable persons and are included in our website with permission.

If a kitn or kat is in the house 100% of the time, and not exposed to animals that do go out doors, the risk of getting any thing is almost non-existent. The need of vaccination should be balanced by the risk. And laws for testing of animal medicines do not require actual tests to determine the effective life of a vaccine, so the manufactures arbitrarily recommend “Annual Boosters.” Read for yourself, on our KITNZLUV website.

What it comes down to is this. Our Kitnz does NOT require any more shots at the time when we release them to new homes . . . and will not require more shots for one more year, IF THEY ARE KEPT INDOORS and away from animals that are free to run out of doors. In about one year the Kitn will require a 2nd rabies shot, and then in 3 years, another rabies shot, and every 3rd year, thereafter.

Our Kitnz are treated for parasites, with a product named Revolution, which is a very fine medicine for treatment and prevention of internal parasites (worms including heartworms) ear mites, fleas and ticks. It is expensive, but we do tell you on our website where you can get it, online, at a more affordable price. I am outspoken about this medicine, as it has proven itself with our Kitnz N Katz. Revolution also eliminates the threat of heartworms, which can only be detected by testing for them. They are a “Silent Killer” of Katz and dogs. Revolution can be used on both Katz and dogs (most breeds of dogs, but I am told, IT MAY NOT BE SAFE TO USE ON ALL BREEDS OF DOGS): While I have stated it is rather expensive, it eliminates the need to purchase several other medicines and it eliminates a varying agenda for dosing the pet as each medicine comes with a different frequency of application. What I like most about the product is how Revolution is given . . . You open the packet, press the cap firmly until you hear a “pop” that will puncture the tip of the tube to release the medication, hold the Kitn firmly (it is easier with two people), part the fur at the back of the head to expose the skin as much as possible, squeeze the medication on to the kitnz skin and rub it in a bit with a finger. The treatment should be repeated monthly. For about the next 6 months you will need the “pink cap” Kitn size dose . . . and as the Kitn gets older you should switch to the “blue cap” size dose for larger and older Katz.
