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Doc. 4   Hints and suggestions for caring for your adopted baby 

Litter Box: Available in Wal-Mart (best price for most things) . . . get the 3 piece set, pan, fence and sifter tray.
Litter: While Tidy Cat is cheap, it does not control odor as it should and you end up dumping the entire pan too often. We use and recommend Arm and Hammer Multi Cat. It clumps the urine, thereby controlling the odor and you NEVER need to dump the entire pan.
Toys: You can never have too many balls and foil balls, small mice come in a bag 6 or 9 or 12 (I don't remember). If you have 20 small toys, you will soon wonder where they are, as they disappear under the furniture as if they were alive. A feather duster toy is a must-have as it is handy when you want to play with the Kitn, and it is an effective tease-toy when Kitn decides to be hard to catch. USE THIS TOY at those times as it is very important you DO NOT CHASE the Kitn to catch it, or it will soon think that is a new game, and it will no longer be the Snuggle-Kitn you desire. Other toys? A bottle cap, pen cap, a paper clip, a wadded up paper towel. A short piece of twine not tied to anything, a piece of yarn, a sock. Katz love a box to climb in to and sleep in, even if it appears to be too small.
 Dry Food: We recommend Flint Fiver Kitten and Cat dry available online at www.flintriver.com (866-236-5102) and is about the same price (including shipping) as other GOOD quality dry cat foods. Cheaper Cat foods are made with a lot of cereal filler, that cats cannot assimilate, and is processed at high temps ultimately destroying the nutritional value. Further more, recycled deep fryer fat from restaurants is used as a binder.
Canned Food: I cannot make a recommendation at this time, in view of the recent recall of so many labels. While we feed a raw diet with supplements, we do not recommend it for a single cat or with out considerable research.
Scratching post: around $9-$10 at Wal-Mart and a small Cat Condo $?? at Wal-Mart will save the furniture as will a 12 to 18 inch square of carpet (if you do not have a carpeted floor).
Combs: Stainless is better than aluminum. We NEVER use a brush.
Nail clipper for Cats: is a must have on hand . . . 5 toes on the front paws, 4 on the back paws.
Bathing: We recommend every 6 weeks to 2 months (to keep it smelling snuggle-sweet and fluffy soft) . . . the Kitn is used to bathing as it has had several We use NIZORAL Shampoo (a fungal shampoo for people) (available at Wal-Mart where you would buy your own shampoo) every time, rinse and then shampoo with Herbal Essence Shampoo or Conditioner, and we use John's Tearless Baby Shampoo about the face and eyes. IMPORTANT . . . RINSE, RINSE, and RINSE, as shampoo left on the Kitn will cause "hot-spot" of irritation. Wrap (DO NOT RUB) the Kitn in a towel for a few moments to get it as dry as you can. Then blow dry with a standard hair dryer. Do NOT try to comb until nearly dry, or the hair will tangle in to an impossible mess. During this bath procedure, the will tremble but will calm with the blow dryer to the point they actually seem to enjoy it. Bathing the Kitn will take 30 minutes. Blow dry, about the same . . . but as it gets older, and bigger, and the hair coat becomes more dense, bathing can take an hour and drying over 2 hours.
Eye Care: Short-nosed Persians "tear," some more than others and the stain really can be a turn-off for an otherwise very pretty kitty. We use Q-tips (make-up square pads work for some people) and Saline Eye-lens Wash Solution. It is necessary to remove the "yuk" that may build up along the nose, as it can cause eye infections. This can take 10-15 minutes and some Persians require it almost daily, to be kept looking good. Sometimes you may see a "string" of goop in the eye or on the eye-lid and you can remove it carefully, not to scratch the eye. Caring for you Kitn is not so much different than caring for an infant child . . . and they take it all in stride without a struggle. Caring for the Kitn can be a part of the attention time spent with your Kitn, and hopefully it will not become a "task" that you hate.
Katz are carriers for Ring Worm: So we suggest you should keep on hand a product called FUNGISAN to treat ANY spot, lump or bump you may find on the Kitties skin. The Vet is an expense you can pas on for this, as some Vets will tell you any Foot-Fungal medicines for people will work . . . and it works on people as well. If you observe it early on, anywhere on the Kitn, but especially along the edge of the ears around the mouth, on the paws, and always watch for it on the tail, it is more easily treated than if you do not find is until it is full blown and covering a larger area. If you find it on the Kitn, I would quietly treat it without telling everybody in the dorm, or apartment building as your Kitn may no longer be a welcome part of your family (and I would discourage people from handling the Kitn, as well). REALLY, it is not a big deal, but should be treated 2 or 3 times per day, if you find it on the Kitn. Kats enjoy a brisk massage, and I am ALWAYS feeling as deeply in to the skin as I can during that time. It is not my intention to scare you about RW, but knowledge of what to watch for and how to treat it is essential for you own peace of mind.
Parasite control: The Kitn has been treated and is free off ALL parasites when you take it home. We recommend REVOLUTION to keep it free of ALL internal parasites, i.e. all varieties of stomach worms, heartworms, ear mites, fleas and ticks. To my knowledge, REVOLUTION is the ONLY product that treats all kinds of parasites. It is a bit expensive to purchase from the Vet, usually around $40 for 3 doses . . . and is generally recommended monthly, (is easier for 2 people-part the hair high on the back of the head, push the cap on to the tube until you hear a "pop" to puncture the tube and then squeeze on to the Kitnz skin. The manufacturers and Vets recommend monthly, but in my opinion, this too is a "need vs. risk" situation, and if the Kitn does not go outdoors, or come in contact with animals that do, I think every 60 days is adequate. After the 3-Kitten doses (pink-cap), you will need to go to the adult dose (blue cap). REVOLUTION is an ALL-IN-ONE treatment for several parasite problems with a single, easy to administer dose of medicine applied to the back of the head.
You are required to: have the Kitn examined within 3 working days and you will have to get a rabies vaccination at that time (as we do not do it-and it is in the KITNZLUV Adoption/Sales Agreement). WE DISCOURAGE ANY OTHER VACCINATIONS on a risk Vs. Need basis (You can read more on this subject at www.kitnzluv.com/about.html) . . . and you will need a Rabies 3-year booster in 12 months.
