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Doc 5    The KITNZLUV treatment and medication regimen

This is the KITNZLUV regimen of treatment for EVERY Kitn we raise. You can take this document with you when you visit your Vet. I also send the new owner, of a KITNZLUV Kitn or Kat, a “Document Package” with a shot record, a copy of the health examination “report card,” the rabies certificate and the rabies tag and more . . . by traceable US Postal Priority Mail. And I USUALLY, eMail, to a new owner, copies of the documents that will aid your Vet at the time of examination. If I fail to eMail these document, please remind me, as it is important that you have them at this time.

*  During the 7th, 9th and 11th week, on Saturdays the Kitn is given a 1.0cc dose of FEL-O-VAX IV.

· The Kitn will have treatment(s) of REVOLUTION for internal parasites (including intestinal worms and heartworms), external parasites (including fleas, ticks and ear mites) on the last Saturday of the month after the Kitn is 6 weeks of age. This is an effective method of worming the Kitn. This, in addition to monthly treatment with Revolution of all Kitnz (over 6 weeks) and all Katz and the household dog, IT IS NOT POSSIBLE for the Kitnz to come in contact with parasites OF ANY KIND. With our schedule, every Kitn, 12 weeks of age or older, will have at minimum, 2 treatments of REVOLUTION before being released to a new home.

FOR KITNZ SHIPPED OUT OF THE STATE OF TEXAS . . . At about 12 weeks, OR when the Kitn is scheduled for an examination by a licensed DVM, prior to going to a new home, the Kitn is given a rabies shot. The cost of the examination and rabies shot is included in the “Estimated Shipping Charge.”

· The Kitn will NOT be specifically vaccinated for Fiv (feline Leukemia) as IT CAN CAUSE A POSITIVE TEST RESULT at a future time, depending on the type of vaccine used.

· The Kitn will NOT be tested for Fiv, as the test is NON-conclusive.

· NOTE: KITNZLUV Healthy warrantees are nullified if the Kitn is vaccinated with ANY feline leukemia Vaccine.

 FOR KITNZ PICKED UP AT OUR HOME . . . At after 11-12 weeks, as it is a requirement of our KITNZLUV Sales Contract/Agreement that a purchaser of a KITNZLUV Kitn or Kat, to have it examined by a licensed DVM of choice within 3 working days, more than likely the Kitn has never been seen by a DVM, has not been examined by a DVM, nor has it received a rabies shot.

· At the time of the examination, the Kitn should be vaccinated for rabies after 12 weeks of age and again 1 years, it should get a rabies 3-year booster. As DVM’s, universally, and almost without exception, recommend vaccination with out weighing the need vs. the risk. Simply stated, Kitnz N Katz, that do not go outdoors, or come in contact with animals that do, ABSOLUTELY, ARE NOT AT RISK, therefore DO NOT NEED the assortment of vaccination your vet may foist upon your Pet, and bill to you . . . easy dollars for the vet’s pension fund.

· We at KITNZLUV do not support vaccinating for Fiv (feline Leukemia) as IT CAN CAUSE A POSITIVE TEST RESULT at a future time, depending on the type of vaccine used.

· Further more we do NOT support testing for Fiv, as the test is NON-conclusive.

· Having so stated these facts, here at KITNZLUV, we do test all breeders Katz ONE TIME, early in their lives . . . ONLY to satisfy “prospective adopting parents” of our Kitnz N Katz.

This regimen of treatment was designed after considerable online research. You may find some of the articles we use as our guide, included in this section of the KITNZLUV website, informative and interesting.

In our opinion, this program goes well beyond that of many breeders. For sure, we are open to suggestion and change. If you feel we can do better, drop us an eMail and we will consider your idea.
