Accepted Materials
  Paper: (Paper clips and staples are OK.) Advertising circulars; carbonless paper; cardboard – cereal boxes (liners removed), soda and beer carry cartons, dry goods packaging, corrugated cardboard (break down or cut large boxes to fit inside the cart), paper towel and toilet paper cores; catalogs; envelopes – with or without windows; junk mail; magazines; newspapers – all sections; office paper – file folders, letterhead, sticky notes, printer paper, calendars, school papers; paperback books; paper bags; phone books 

  Metals: (Please rinse. Labels can be left on.) Aluminum drink cans – do not flatten; aluminum baking tins – clean; steel or tin food cans and lids; empty aerosol cans – with spray nozzle, remove plastic lid unless part of the can; steel paint cans – must be empty and dry, a thin skin of dry paint on bottom and sides is OK, remove lid and recycle 

  Glass and Ceramics: (Please rinse. Labels can be left on. All colors accepted.) Bottles and jars – remove metal and plastic lids and recycle; ceramics; china; dishes; mirrors – must fit inside cart with lid closed; windowpanes – no auto glass 

  Plastics: (Please rinse. All colors accepted.) Bottles, cups and jars (must be rigid – no soft plastics) – with #1 through #7 recycling symbols on bottom of container, remove caps and lids and recycle; food trays, tubs and bowls – with #1 through #7 recycling symbols on bottom of container; plastic eating utensils

Unaccepted Materials 
Just because something has a recycling symbol on it does not mean it is accepted in Fort Worth's program. Sorting equipment and market limitations are some of the reasons why certain items aren't accepted. For a list of nonrecyclables, click here to visit our web site.

DO NOT put these in the recycling cart 
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Household trash 

· Aluminum foil 

· Auto glass 

· Clothing or bedding 

· Drink boxes and straws 

· Garden hoses 

· Gift wrap and greeting cards 

· Hangers (plastic or metal) 

· Hard cover books 

· Light bulbs 

· Medical waste (including syringes, lancets, IV bags and tubing, and medications) 

· Paper milk and juice cartons 

· Paper that comes into contact with moist food, including pizza boxes, some frozen food containers, waxed drinking cups, etc. 

· Plastic containers that held hazardous materials such as gasoline, motor oil, paint, pesticide or weed killer. Throw empty containers in trash. Dispose of leftover household chemicals for free at the Environmental Collection Center, 6400 Bridge St. Call 817-871-5257 for hours of operation, directions and a complete list of materials accepted or visit www.fortworthgov.org/dem/eccpg.htm 

· Plastic bags including grocery sacks, dry cleaners bags, newspaper wrappers, etc. 

· Toys 

· Styrofoam® (foamed polystyrene) cups, food containers, formed packing, “peanuts”, etc. 

· Waxed paper and waxed food containers 

· Yard trimmings 
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DO NOT recycle medical waste 
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Medical products such as diabetic syringes, IV bags and oxygen tubing may not be recycled. Putting medical waste of any kind in the blue recycling cart is dangerous to residents, trash collectors and recycling facility workers. 

As diabetes and other chronic diseases become more prevalent, more residents need to dispose of needles, syringes and other home health care products. Used needles can transmit HIV, the virus that causes AIDS, as well as hepatitis B and C and other blood-borne diseases. Plastic oxygen tubing and IV bags—even if they haven’t been used—cannot be recycled. 

Follow these guidelines for disposing of home medical waste in Fort Worth: 

· Place sharps (hypodermic needles, syringes, lancets) in a proper sharps disposal container. Put sharps container in a plastic bag and throw away with garbage. 

· If no sharps disposal container is available, place sharps in a hard plastic or metal container with a screw-on or tightly secured lid (such as a detergent bottle or coffee can), and seal. Put container in a plastic bag and throw away with garbage. Proper sharps disposal containers are available at pharmacies. 

· Place IV bags, plastic tubing and similar medical items in a plastic garbage bag and throw away with garbage. 

· Empty medicine bottles can be put in the recycling cart only if: 

· They contain no pills or medicines. 

· They have a #1 through #7 recycling symbol on the bottom. 

· All caps and lids have been removed. 

· Cardboard boxes, cardboard packaging and instruction sheets can be recycled. Flatten boxes, if necessary, to fit in the recycling cart. 

· Plastic and foam packaging cannot be recycled; throw away with garbage. 
	Hazardous Disposal Program 

	 
	The City of Fort Worth's award-winning regional collection program helps people dispose of their household chemical wastes in a responsible manner. The Environmental Collection Center (ECC), located at 6400 Bridge Street in Fort Worth (Mapsco 66S), is open to residents of Fort Worth and participating cities on Thursdays and Fridays from 11 a.m. until 7 p.m. and on Saturdays from 9 a.m. until 3 p.m. (and it's free!). The center is closed on city holidays. For more information, call the ECC Information Line at 817-871-5257.

Participating Cities 
In addition to Fort Worth residents, the residents of Arlington, Azle, Bedford, Benbrook, Burleson, Cedar Hill, Cleburne, Colleyville, Euless, Grand Prairie, Grapevine, Haltom City, Hurst, Keller, Mansfield, Newark, North Richland Hills, Richland Hills, River Oaks, Saginaw, Southlake, Stephenville, Trophy Club, Watauga, and the unincorporated areas of Tarrant County may dispose of their household chemical waste at the Environmental Collection Center (ECC). 

Additionally, the Upper Trinity Regional Water District (UTRWD) will operate a mobile collection unit in its operational area to collect household chemical waste from residents of those cities with which it has entered into a contract. Residents of those areas may also bring waste directly to the ECC with the appropriate voucher. 

Some participating cities require that you obtain a voucher from them before bringing waste to the ECC - please call your city's representative to find out how to get a voucher. Copy the following address into your Web browser: http://www.fortworthgov.org/dem/eccwho.htm to learn whether or not your city requires a voucher. Contact information is also available. 

If your city is not on the list of participating cities, the ECC will not be able to accept your household chemical waste. Call your city representatives to let them know you want your city involved in the program.

What waste is accepted at the ECC and Crud Cruiser?
The City of Fort Worth’s Environmental Collection Center and Crud Cruiser mobile collection trailer accept unwanted household chemicals, free of charge, from citizens of Fort Worth and participating cities. 

What’s Accepted?
Acids, aerosol cans, antifreeze, batteries (all kinds, including car batteries), brake fluid, craft chemicals, degreasers, drain cleaner, fertilizer, fluorescent light bulbs, herbicides, household chemicals, motor oil, paints & stains, paint thinners, pest strips, pesticides, pharmaceuticals, photo chemicals, pool chemicals, oil filters, solvents, transmission fluid and varnish.

What’s NOT Accepted?
Ammunition, asbestos, building materials, butane cylinders, explosives, medical waste, PCBs, propane cylinders, radioactive material, smoke detectors, tires.
