It comes to mind, as I have Kitnz that have not yet been adopted, and they continue to gain a toe-hold on my heart . . . and now with my mamas bringing on the next round of babies . . . just how precious the Kitn N Katz are to me. As surely as those readers of the “Scoop” who breed Katz, and those who have just one or two pets that they dearly love to pamper . . . It comes to mind that these tiny “Kitn-people” struggle to survive as surely as we do, and yet they never seem to have a day with out a smile on their faces and love in their hearts for us. In fact, I could get morbid with this line of thinking, so . . . 

Kitn prices RECDUCED

Kitn adoptions have been slow and at 5-6 months old KITNZLUV available Kitnz are fast becoming adorable and  loving Katz . . . thus, I have reduced the prices of some of the Kitnz to $300.00 or less, and a couple older spayed/neutered Kitnz to $200.00 to move some of these stunning and loving babies into new homes, with new families . . . . to make way for the next arrivals, which by the way are coming at a fast pace with most of the queens due in a short time frame. If you are considering adopting another KITNZLUV Snuggle Kitn, now is the time to do it. Tell me you saw it in the Poop Scoop News and I will take another $25.00 off of the price. New Katz have been added to the KITNZLUV family of fine breeders.

In recent months KITNZLUV has acquired several new Katz to up-grade the quality of the family and to produce more color variety. In addition to our GC NICKOLI, an awesome red tabby male, CH SIR BRACKEN, a silver chinchilla male, CH SUGARPLUM, a stunning lilac female, Black Beauty, a black female, and Snowsong, a white female, now call KITNZLUV home. And while some of these kitties are not CH’s, they come with quite good pedigrees.
THE REAL EXCITEMEN this month is . . . 

. . . is a litter sired our new male, CH SIR BRACKEN, a silver chinchilla color. The dam is a Kat we call DOLLY, a pretty, short bodied lynx point who always has small litters, and raises fine babies

And our patience with BOY BLU, a 30 month old blue male has been, rewarded with a litter born to PRECIOUS LOVE, a cream and white female in the last few days. This is a long awaited milestone for KITNZLUV, as it is the first litter sired by BOY BLU.

Are you happy with the Litter you are using?

By way of including something constructive that will benefit some of the PS News friend and adopted family . . . and particularly those whom have not been satisfied with the Kitty Litter they are using . . . Tidy Cat is NOT a product that I would ever recommend as it works much like gravel in a pan. It does not clump up at all, and the urine just lays there until the pan is emptied and it does nothing to contain the odor, and soon the entire pan of litter must be discarded. Tidy Cat: Cheap but does not do the job. 

Another litter I have used and do not recommend is SweetScoops, a “Natural product” made of wheat. Basically, flour comes from wheat, and most of us have made “paste” from flour and water. There is not a lot of difference between what we have in the litter pan and the “paste” except that the mess in the pan sticks and holds more permanently than the “paste” did, as I recall. Sweet Scoops: a “Natural product” that is quite expensive and is a mess to work with. This is not to suggest ALL “Natural products” work this way. I do occasionally use a corn litter when mamas are due, and when the babies are learning to use the litter pan. Mamas sometimes want give birth in the litter pan and clay litters are hard to remove from a sticky new-born . . . and young babies tend to eat just about anything, including the litter as they learning to use the pan. Corn litter produces an strong odor that is less than pleasant when saturated with urine, but until I find a better product, I use it in these situations.

A litter I do highly recommend is Advanced Arm & Hammer, Multi-Cat Strength Odor Control Clumping Litter. It does just about everything I think a litter should do, except empty itself. It contains Activated Baking Soda Crystals. IT CONTROLS ODOR and it clumps nicely. I suggest the deeper litter pan filled to a good depth and the urine will rarely reach the bottom of the pan to become glued in place. I you never need to discard a half pan of litter. It is rather expensive at $12.62 at Wal-Mart, and $13.00 plus at PetSmart, for a 35 lb box. Even with the number of Katz as I have, I recommend: Arm & Hammer Multi-Cat Litter, expensive but completely affective.

Did you know . . .

(This item was included in the last Poop Sccop News) Vitamin, mineral supplements for you Kitn of Kat (and dog)

Your Kitnz N Katz (oh yes, and “Ole what’s his name? Fido, Rover, or the Mutt) will benefit greatly with Supplements to their daily diet.

We feed Vitamin, Mineral and Calcium supplements every day in every meal. Straight away, let me say, “If you feed either canned food or dry, you do not need additional Calcium. And if you feed a raw chicken breast or the occasional piece of salmon, the additional Calcium is not needed . . . as the Kats that eat the prepared cat foods are getting adequate Calcium.

Where Katz N Kitnz are coming up short is in the area of Vitamins and Minerals. We recommend Cat products offered on line at http://www.dogbloom.com/Kittybloom/index.htm, in 3 oz and 4 oz sizes (approximately a 4-5 month supply) at very affordable prices. You sprinkle 1/8 to ¼ teaspoon over a pound of dry or canned food (in other words, a “pinch”)

Specifically, we recommend:  Kitty Bloom VM 900+3, which includes 16 Vitamins, 10 minerals AND Taurine. The benefits are many but the Kat’s coat condition, and reduced shedding are a couple, as well as it boosts the immune system, and in my book . . . anything that boosts the immune system can’t be all bad. 8 oz, $8.95 is enough for 4-5 months for one Kat.

A deficiency of Taurine in cats will cause Central Retinal Degeneration (eye lesions) resulting in total blindness within two years if the deficiency is not remedied, Dilated Cardiomyopathy (enlargement of the heart's chambers resulting in thinner, weaker heart walls) and reduced reproduction in queens and growth in kittens.

Taurine is an essential amino acid for the cat, which means that the cat can not synthesize sufficient Taurine from other amino acids. Humans and dogs, for example, synthesize Taurine from the amino acids Methionine and Cystine. 

The above statement is flawed as in fact, Taurine often called an amino acid, even in scientific literature, but as it lacks a carboxyl group, is not strictly an amino acid. It does contain a sulfonate group and may be called an amino sulfonic acid... Small polypeptides have been identified which contain taurine but to date no aminoacyl tRNA synthetase has been identified as specifically recognizing taurine and capable of incorporating it onto a tRNA. Also, contrary to popular  belief, taurine is not synthesized bull urine. 
Taurine, or 2-aminoethanesulfonic acid, is an organic acid that is a major constituent of bile, and can be found in lower amounts in the tissues of many animals including humans. Taurine is a derivative of the sulfur-containing (sulfhydryl) amino acid, cysteine. Taurine is the only known naturally occurring sulfonic acid,

Preformed Taurine is only available from animal tissue, and high concentrations of Taurine are found in the heart muscle, skeletal muscles, brain and eyes of mammals, as well as the meat from clams and oysters.

Taurine is very sensitive to heat, and Taurine content in meat is greatly reduced after cooking. Any Taurine in the raw ingredients in Commercial Cat food is destroyed. THIS IS WHY TAURINE IS LACKING IN COMMERCIAL CANNED AND DRY CAT DIETS

Specifically, we recommend: Kitty Bloom Wate is an excellent source of essential fatty acids for, underweight or finicky eaters, improving skin and coat condition energy boost during times of illness or convalescing. 4oz, $6.95 4-5 months supply for one Kat.

NOTE: The manufactures of the above product also recommend a pinch of Iodized (table) Salt as a source of sodium and iodine.

SUMMARY: I like the products as our Katz are growing at an impressive rate and the look good. Shedding is minimal, coats look good . . . and what I really like is, I do not see any signs of hairballs EVER, ANYWHERE.
