moving on, in the last edition of the The “Scoop”. I broached the question, “How fast does a Kitn grow?” and I included a weight chart for a single Kitn. But . . . a couple people asked me if it was always as fast as the chart indicated. The  chart was for Kitn named Skooby of a one-kitten litter. Skooby was 10.6 Ozs at 20 days. 

The chart below is for a litter of 6 Kitnz. It should be noted though, that in both cases I did supplemental feed of KMR from an early age. Skooby was ALWAYS hungry, as mama just didn’t seem to have enough milk for him. And with a litter of 6, I didn’t wait to see if the next mama would have enough, as I saw them competing hard to nurse, and it gave me pure pleasure to seem them napping when their tiny tummies were full. I am excited about these litters as they are all sired by my handsome red tabby male GC TUFFTON’S NICKOLI of KITNZLUV. His Kitnz are absolutely gorgeous, and stand up well to the Persian Breed Standard, and they come with very good pedigrees.

Business as usual . . . 

My awesome cream and white no-spray male, PURRLUCK NIKO of KITNZLUV, has been busy as well. There will be 2 litters sired by him coming soon.

. . . is a 1st litter sired our very own CHOCOLATE male, a loving, young lad we call KITNZLUV’S MR. BARTHOLOMEW X a 2nd litter Sweetheart of a mama, KITNZLUV’S PRECIOUS LOVE. Kitnz due Dec 3rd, 2007

This is a milestone for KITNZLUV, as it is the first litter wherein both the Sire and the Dam were of our own breeding.

I am considering retiring . . .
Alas, at times we have to do what we have to do, retire a Kat, whether we like it or not. BOY BLU a.k.a., INRVISION’S BOY BLU of KITNZLUV, requires a very special Forever Home. It should with a stay-at-home parent who truly loves Kats, where he is the ONLY pet, as I am doubtful he would adjust to a social life with other animals very well. He is large as my Himalayans go at 9-10 lbs. BOY BLU is affectionate and he loves attention, but is very strong with a mind of his own. He will be neutered before he leaves my home and must be picked up at our home in Azle, TX.  As he will not be neutered until we have a retirement home for BB, two trips to our home may be necessary $200.00 + $16.50 TX ST SLA Tax. He requires a lot of grooming, and purely loves the one-on-one attention.

Are you happy with the Litter you are using?

By way of including something constructive that will benefit some of the PS News friend and adopted family . . . and particularly those whom have not been satisfied with the Kitty Litter they are using . . . Tidy Cat is NOT a product that I would ever recommend as it works much like gravel in a pan. It does not clump up at all, and the urine just lays there until the pan is emptied and it does nothing to contain the odor, and soon the entire pan of litter must be discarded. Tidy Cat: Cheap but does not do the job. 

Another litter I have used and do not recommend is SweetScoops, a “Natural product” made of wheat. Basically, flour comes from wheat, and most of us have made “paste” from flour and water. There not a lot of difference between what we have in the litter pan and the “paste” except that the mess in the pan sticks and holds more permanently than the “paste” did, as I recall. Sweet Scoops: a “Natural product” that is quite expensive and is a mess to work with. This is not to suggest ALL “Natural products” work this way. I seem to recall a litter made of corn that was OK, but until I try it again . . . I’m sorry.

A litter I do highly recommend is Advanced Arm & Hammer, Multi-Cat Strength Odor Control Clumping Litter. It does just about everything I think a litter should do, except empty itself. It contains Activated Baking Soda Crystals. IT CONTROLS ODOR and it clumps nicely. I suggest the deeper litter pan filled to a good depth and the urine will rarely reach the bottom of the pan to become glued in place. I you never need to discard a half pan of litter. It is rather expensive at $11.68 at Wal-Mart, and $12.00 plus at PetSmart, for a 30 lb box. Even with a the number of Katz as I have, I recommend: Arm & Hammer Multi-Cat Litter, expensive but completely affective . . . but I would love to see a self-emptying litter someday.

Did you know . . .
All Himalayans have blue eyes? Indeed, I didn’t know until recently.

Vitamin, mineral supplements for you Kitn of Kat (and dog)

Your Kitnz N Katz (oh yes, and “Ole what’s his name? Fido, Rover, or the Mutt) will benefit greatly with Supplements to their daily diet.

We feed Vitamin, Mineral and Calcium supplements every day in every meal. Straight away, let me say, “If you feed either canned food or dry, you do not need additional Calcium. And if you feed a raw chicken breast or the occasional piece of salmon, the additional Calcium is not needed . . . as the Kats that eat the prepared cat foods are getting adequate Calcium.

Where Katz N Kitnz are coming up short is in the area of Vitamins and Minerals. We recommend Cat products offered on line at http://www.dogbloom.com/Kittybloom/index.htm, in 3 oz and 4 oz sizes (approximately a 4-5 month supply) at very affordable prices. You sprinkle 1/8 to ¼ teaspoon over a pound of dry or canned food (in other words, a “pinch”)

Specifically, we recommend:  Kitty Bloom VM 900+3, which includes 16 Vitamins, 10 minerals AND Taurine. The benefits are many but the Kat’s coat condition, and reduced shedding are a couple, as well as it boosts the immune system, and in my book . . . anything that boosts the immune system can’t be all bad. 8 oz, $8.95 is enough for 4-5 months for one Kat.

A deficiency of Taurine in cats will cause Central Retinal Degeneration (eye lesions) resulting in total blindness within two years if the deficiency is not remedied, Dilated Cardiomyopathy (enlargement of the heart's chambers resulting in thinner, weaker heart walls) and reduced reproduction in queens and growths in kittens.

Taurine is an essential amino acid for the cat, which means that the cat can not synthesize sufficient Taurine from other amino acids. Humans and dogs, for example, synthesize Taurine from the amino acids Methionine and Cystine. 

The above statement is flawed as in fact, Taurine often called an amino acid, even in scientific literature, but as it lacks a carboxyl group, is not strictly an amino acid. It does contain a sulfonate group and may be called an amino sulfonic acid.. Small polypeptides have been identified which contain taurine but to date no aminoacyl tRNA synthetase has been identified as specifically recognizing taurine and capable of incorporating it onto a tRNA. Also, contrary to popular  belief, taurine is not synthesized bull urine. 
Taurine, or 2-aminoethanesulfonic acid, is an organic acid that is a major constituent of bile, and can be found in lower amounts in the tissues of many animals including humans. Taurine is a derivative of the sulfur-containing (sulfhydryl) amino acid, cysteine. Taurine is the only known naturally occurring sulfonic acid,

Preformed Taurine is only available from animal tissue, and high concentrations of Taurine are found in the heart muscle, skeletal muscles, brain and eyes of mammals, as well as the meat from clams and oysters.

Taurine is very sensitive to heat, and Taurine content in meat is greatly reduced after cooking. Any Taurine in the raw ingredients in Commercial Cat food, is destroyed. THIS IS WHY TAURINE IS LACKING IN COMMERCIAL CANNED AND DRY CAT DIETS

Specifically, we recommend: Kitty Bloom Wate is an excellent source of essential fatty acids for, underweight or finicky eaters, improving skin and coat condition energy boost during times of illness or convalescing. 4oz, $6.95 4-5 months supply for one Kat.

NOTE: The manufactures of the above product also recommend a pinch of Iodized (table) Salt as a source of sodium and iodine.

SUMMARY: I like the products as our Katz are growing at an impressive rate and the look good. Shedding is minimal, coats look good . . . and what I really like is, I do not see any signs of hairballs EVER, ANYWHERE.
